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UNESCO carries out its activities through education, natural science, social and
anthropology, culture and information and communication. It also sponsors the world's
largest literacy-raising programs, and also contributes invaluably to the preservation of
buildings and parks of global heritage. Its heritage list also includes many historical
buildings and parks in the country of India. UNESCO has relationships with 332
international voluntary organizations around the world.
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UNESCO's main objective is to establish peace and security in the world
with international cooperation of education and culture to create a global
consensus for justice, rule of law, human rights and fundamental freedom

as described in the Charter of the United Nations.
