Mass Culture
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The idea of mass culture was expressed in a negative sense
In 1928 by American political scientist Harald D. Loswell.

Loswell believed that some selfish people wanted to spread
the elements of information, communication and culture to
the masses for the interests of mass media, industry and

business. In this endeavor, the element of culture was made
low. He called this 'low culture' as a low-level culture served

to the common people through media.
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Nowadays the concept of mass culture has changed. In the
fifties, when socialist movements and national
Independence movements became popular in most
countries of the world, the notion of mass culture began to
be used in a positive sense. The kind of language and the
kind of songs and music used and consumed by the general
public, toiling laborers and poor people, is called mass

culture. It was also addressed as 'Sub Altern Culture’.
