Following is the 30th article of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted
and adopted by the United Nations Assembly on December 10, 1948-

Full recognition of
the right to communication requires that communication
resources be available to meet everyone's basic
communication needs.
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Universal Declaration and Communication of the United
Nations
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Discussion on the right to communication focuses on communicative
communication. Its proponents argue that special protective and
enabling provisions are needed in the spirit of dialogue or dialogue.
Both Article 19 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
(UDHR) and Article 19 of the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights include human rights law - freedom of thought and
expression as a fundamental right. Current international human
rights standards mainly include dissemination of information,
consultation of information and registration of information.
Practically all human rights provisions refer to communication as the
transfer of messages.

3- Communication is carried out by the communication of
diverse cultures, cultural forms and identities at personal and
social levels.

4- The full implementation of the right to freedom of
expression is possible through communication.
